OLD £1 COINS - The old £1 coin ceases to be legal tender after Sunday 15th October.   If 

you have at home any bags, collecting boxes, biscuit tins, piggy-banks etc which might 

contain £1 coins be sure to check and bank them BEFORE FRIDAY 13th OCTOBER. 

If any of these sources are related to this Church, please hand them in to any Steward.    If 

the boxes relate to other Charities, please ensure that they are handed in to the appropriate 

office before 13th October.    

If the coins are in your own personal savings make sure you change them by the same date. 

 

Also… When you are considering your financial gifts, don’t forget that those of you who pay Income 

Tax in Jersey can covenant your giving, we can claim an extra 25% on every donation you make over 

£50 – even if made in instalments.
